Enhance teaching and learning

A 1-to-1learning environment supports greater personalisation
and differentiation in learning.

Each student's learning experience can be more tailored and
personalised to his/her learning needs, interests, progress and
skills.

Support self-directed & collaborative learning

A 1-to-1learning environment enables students to engage in self-
directed learning, and to learn together with their peers, anytime
and anywhere.

Students can access digital resources on their own to acquire
knowledge about topics of personal interest beyond the curriculum.
They can also share and build on one another's ideas, and refine their
own understanding.

Support the development of digital literacies

A 1-to-1learning environment provides an immersive
environment for students to acquire digital skills.

Students will learn digital skills such as gathering and evaluating
information online, interacting with the online community, and
creating digital products.
